Mount Vernon, George and Martha Washington’s home, is owned and maintained in trust for the people of the United States by the Mount Vernon Ladies' Association, a private, non-profit organization founded in 1853 by Ann Pamela Cunningham. Mount Vernon is the most popular historic estate in America and is open 365 days a year. The estate, gardens and farm of Mount Vernon totaled some 8,000 acres in the 18th century. Today, roughly 500 acres of this historic estate have been preserved 16 miles south of Washington, D.C., on the banks of the Potomac River. During the 1920s, Mr. Mellon began collecting with the intention of forming a gallery of art for the nation in Washington. In 1937, the year of his death, he promised his collection to the United States. Funds for the construction of the West Building were provided by The A. W. Mellon Educational and Charitable Trust. On March 17, 1941, President Franklin D. Roosevelt accepted the completed building and the collections on behalf of the people of the United States of America. The Gallery's East Building, located on land set aside in the original Congressional resolution, was opened in 1978. It accommodates the Gallery's growing collections and expanded exhibition schedule and houses an advanced research center, administrative offices, a great library, and a burgeoning collection of drawings and prints. The building was accepted for the nation on June 1, 1978, by President Jimmy Carter. Funds for construction were given by Paul Mellon and the late Ailsa Mellon Bruce, the son and daughter of the founder, and by The Andrew W. Mellon Foundation. On May 23, 1999 the Gallery opened an outdoor sculpture garden designed to offer year-round enjoyment to the public. Located in the 6.1-acre block adjacent to the West Building at 7th Street and Constitution Avenue, N.W., the garden provides an informal, yet elegant setting for works of modern and contemporary sculpture.

The Octagon is the museum of the American Architectural Foundation. It is the oldest museum in the United States dedicated to architecture and design, and enables the AAF to increase public awareness of the power of architecture and its influence on the quality of our lives. The house was designed in an American adaptation of the elegant Adam style, derived from the then-fashionable house designs popularized by Scottish architect Robert Adam. Designated a National Historic Landmark in 1961 and opened to the public as a museum in 1970, the Octagon is considered one of the best examples of Federal period architecture in the country. During the most recent restoration, between 1990 and 1995, the exterior and interior were restored to reflect the house during the Tayloes' occupancy between 1817 and 1828. Approximate length of tour is 60 minutes. Name, date of birth, social security number of each visitor must be provided. Everyone must have a photo I.D. to gain admittance to the building. Strollers and backpacks are not permitted in the building and there is no storage area onsite. Photography (still or video) is not permitted in the building. Enter through the gate in the iron fence by pressing the call button for admittance.
Some tour highlights are the Salmon Chase and Andrew Johnson Suites, the newly restored West dome and lobby, and the Cash Room.  Please note that this is NOT the tour for seeing the production of United States currency notes.  To see currency production, you will need to tour the Bureau of Engraving and Printing.

Tudor Place was built by Martha Washington's granddaughter, Martha Custis Peter, and her husband Thomas Peter, son of a successful Scottish tobacco merchant, landowner, and the first mayor of Georgetown. In 1805, Martha Peter purchased the land comprising a city lot in Georgetown Heights with an $8000 legacy from her step-grandfather George Washington. In 1805 the Peters asked the first architect of the U.S. Capitol, Dr. William Thornton, to design the stately neoclassical house with its circular domed portico and expansive gardens. Completed in 1816, Tudor Place remained under the ownership and care of six succeeding generations of the Peter family until 1983.
